Hi Ben,
I completed going through the OBU Bulletins from the paper's launch until the end of February 1922, the last issue on the reel.  Not much finds though, only one reference to Kingsley which I've attached.  However, the lack of references (even in articles about Vancouver) and the rather snarky reference that does exist may be a key bit of evidence.  Was Kingsley on the outs with the OBU in Winnipeg?

I can send a scan if you want of the receipt for the memory stick.  It was $5.00.  The reference for the bit I found is Vol. 1 (40), May 15, 1920, p. 1, Note & Comment section.

Here is a breakdown of the hours I worked...

By my calculation that is 675 minutes total, or 11.25 hours.
