Last summer sixty glrl operators |
struck for a living wage from the Sun ‘
set Telephone Company  In Seattle |
After u long, hard fight, in which they
had the syvmpathy and assistance of |

win. It was only Becnuse they wrru-i
girls and on scandalous wages that |
they got even the slight victory they

For what did they get after all? In-|
stead of $20 minimum, 50 and §

Why, a collector—a boy collector—is |
paid $10 a week by this same rorpor;
afion. But a girl must live on $6 and |
38 a week. And the company fought |
for many weeks against an outraged
