If now the capitalists can make the skilled worker feel above
his class and so ally himself to the men who employ him. if he ean persuade him that his Interests
are identical with those of Capital, why, then this terrible portent on the political horizon, this rising
storm of & united working class, united at the polls, will be averted, and capitalist exploltation be
prolonged.

What, under these circumstances, is it our duty as Socialists to do? Shall we play into the hands
of the Capitalists? Shall we play their game for them? Not if we have our wits about us! We hold
trump cards In this game. We have the very highest trumps. Unless we prove ourselves the biggest
fools on the footstool, we cannot fail to win this political game. Diamonds are trumps, that is, the
Interests, the very highest interests of the workers are with us.. We have only to show them and
they are ours.

THE GREATEST AND MOST IMMEDIATE MISSION OF THE SOCIALIST PARTY IS TO EDU-
CATE THE MEMBERSHIP OF ORGANIZED LABOR IN THE ECONOMIC PRINCIPLES OF SOCIAL-
