“A man is not a proletarian because he is poor,” says Comrade Titus.
True, and | have not claimed that the majority of the small farmers are pro-
letarians, because they are poor. I have shown, however, by lrrefulable
statistics, which Comrade Titus himself accepts, that the majority of the
small farmers have no other means of existence but the sale of thelr labor
power to landlords or money lenders, and for this reason I have sald they
are proletarians strictly within the sclentific definition of this term. A man
who does not own his farm, but who s dependent on the good graces of the
Jandlord or the money lender, and who has no prospect of ever owning his
farm or payltg his mortgage, Is & true proletarian. Belng true proletarians,
the majority of the small farmers in the United States belong into the So-
cialist party. And when they joln the Sociallst party of thelr own accord,
as they do, they must not be opposed and reviled by so-called class-conscious
and pseuds wage-working whose frothing adout the
wage-workers being the only saviors of the working class and the ouly bona
fide proletarians, Is an fnsult to the latelligence of the Soclalist movement,
and a direct violation of the position taken by Marx and Engels.

Comrade Titus walls deeply about my unpardonable sin of wishiog to
abolish “capitalism™ instead of abolishing “capital If he can abolish capl-
talism without abolishing capital he is a wonder.

While be questions my soundness as a sclentific Soclalist, he slaps him-
self and his so-called sclentific and revolutionary position In the face by talk
ing, not only of the persistence or the renaissance of the middle class, but of
its possible supremacy. He speaks of a middle class majority in the United
States, in spite of the plain testimony to the contrary glven by the statisti-
cal figures which he himself accepts. For, according to these same figures,
the majority of the small farmers, and of course the wage-workers, are pro-
letarians, and they are the overwhelming majority of the nation. And how
does he reconcile his position on the middle class with his revolutionary So-
clalism and the cry of “Soclalism in our time”?

I have refutsd, and shall continue to oppose, the imbeclle tendency of
ralsing barriers against the entrance of the rural proletariat, and agalost
sincere sympathizers from any class, n the Socialist party. Any one who
still persists in advocating such a policy of self-emasculation (s elther a short:
sighted fanatic or a pald tool of the capitalist class. No sclentific Soclallst
in the world has ever maintained that only wage-workers can be proletarians,
or that only wage-workers can have the majority in any Soclalist local. Nor
has any Socialist party in the world ever advocated such a sulcidal policy at
any stage of economic and political evolution. But to surround such a policy
at the present historical stage In the United States with the aureole of su:
preme science is & sublime farce, if not something worse.

Comrade Titus has persisted, throughout the discussion, and in spite
of my repeated protests by correspondence, in attributing to me a position
which I have never held and which he cannot read into anything 1 have writ-
ten on the farmer question, No wonder, then, that he complains about my
evading the issue, and about my emphasizing points of agreement rather than
points of disagreement. He has looked for polnts of disagreement where
there were none, and not being able to find them, he has manufactured them
himself, If he had taken my statements for exactly what they mean, not for
what he makes them mean, he would have had little ground for questioning
my soundness. As it is, he has labored hard to bulld a dummy whom he
charges with wishing to turn the Soclalist party into a Farmers’ party, and
relegating the wageworking proletariat to the rear. That has nothing to do
with my position.

Well, cven if that is all he meant to
say, when he declared “The clags-
‘consclous farmers were the sincerest
and trustiest guardians of the inter-
ests of the working class,” the burden
of the argument would not be much
changed. For this Is equivalent to as-
serting that the farnier class Is a bet-
ter basis for our present movement
than the wage class.

Agreement With a Difference.

Both Comrade Untermann and my
self agree the farmer should join the
Soclalist party. We differ as to the
reasons he should joln. There is no
Juatification whatever, for the sugges-
tion that we, who stand for a wage
class Soclalist party, are opposing or
reviling the farmers who joln us. On
the contrary, we welcome them, and 1
challenge anyone to find a word In this
debatg or in the wditorial utterances
of “The Soclalist” during the three
years of (s existence, which would
Justify the Irritable Insinuation made
above by Comrade Untermann, about
“pseudosclentific wage-working prole-
tarians,” fling" the farmer Social
15t and “frothing” about the wage
workers being the nuly “saviors of the
working class.”

Such language Is calculated to sfir
up 1l feeling In the farmer Soclalists
and to render them hostile to calm
presentation of economic truth.

What we need, above all things, s
10 get the farmer to understand that
the wage-working class I8 the savior
class of modern soclety; that the
farmers’ fate, as well as the fate of all
who suffer ynder the present ays-
tem, Is bound up with the fate of tht
[protetarian class; that no measures
which relleve the middle class ilone
will effect more than temporary relfef;
in a word, that wage-class robbery is
the monster robbery which includes
all other robberies.

Hereln lles tie difference of our rea-
sons for appealing to the farmers,
Comrade Unterman makes a general
incoherent appeal to abolish capital-
fsm. We make a specific, scientific
appeal, based on the ascertained facts,
to abolish capital which lives off
wage labor.

His appeal arouses quick hopes,
may bring quick votes, and is almost
certaln to result In quick confusion
and division In our ranks, because the
farmers will urge that rellef that ean
come to them from partial public own-
ership, even though it leaves the wage
system untouched and the wage class
unrelieved.

Our appeal, on« the contrary, will
bring the farmers into the Soclalist
party, If at all, with a clear under-

standing that the great capitalists, the
powerful mergers, those antagonlsts
of popular rights, cannot be subdued
%0 long as the main source of the ill-

class.
An Opportunist Appeal.

Our appeal will not bring so many
farmers as Untermann’s opportunist
appeal, for a large number of them
will prefer a liberal or Democratic
program, demanding “Publlc owner-
ship of publle utilities,” fo. example,
because they will recognize the fact
that temporarily a check may be put
on the great combinations, If the peo-
ple will it, and thelr own class rob-
bery bo checked at the same time.

If, for instance, the extortions of
the rallroads could be abolished and
cheaper rates established, could not
the farmer of staple products lay down
his commodity In the world market
and secure the world price without
paying his present tribute to the mas-
ter monopoly? This s the way the
farmer will argue, and there Is no way
to prevent such reasoning, except lo
point out the of such a

The Only Thing Needed Now.

What the American yoter needs most
of all Is enlightenment on cconomic
facts. The facts of soclal life are just
as much facts as the facts about rocks
or bugs or flowers or stars. Soclology
1% as much a sclence as geoloj
any or astronomy.. They are all based
on observed facts and their laws are
generalized from the collation of
those facts.

Soclalists, alone of the political par
ties, are students of social and politi-
cal science. It is the good fortune of
the working elass that the greatest I
entist of the nineteenth century,
excepting Charles Darwlin, dlu:uverml
and elucidated with matchless pre-
cislon the facts and laws of that capl-
talistie soclety which has dominated
the human race for the last two
turfes.
