The prime minister in his reply de-
od that the Soclallst Party Is not
a “Cltizens'" (Capitallst) Party and
that alone for that reason It was the
duty of the government to work
against It He admitted that the So-
cialist movement had originally grown
out of the unfortunate conditions un-
der which the workers were living
He sald, however, that it was quite
otherwise now (!?)
