RETIREMENT OF AUGUST BEBEL.

August Bebel, perhaps the best
known Soclalist alive, has withdrawn
from active work In Soclalist
movement. He was forced to take
this step because of 1l health.

Bebel was horn abont seventy
years ago. His father was a ser-
geant in the Prusslan army. It was

trade in Lelpzig. But when he was
21 years old, his interest in Soclal-
fsm was awakened and it increased
until he a short time after devoted his
entire energy to the movement,

The Soclallsts made a better showing
than ever before, In Copenhagen, the
wapital and a city of over half u mil-
lion inhabitants, four tickets were
in the ficld, namely, the Socialist,
the Anti-Soclalist, the Radical and
the Mission  (IndependentClerical).
The Soclalists cast 44,849 votes and
elected twenty members to the city
council. The Anu-Socialists cast 36,
608 votes and elected sixteen mem-
bers. The Radicals cast 11,631 votes
and elected five, while the Independ-
ent-Clerical party recelved 2,243 votes
and elected one member.

Aarhus, Denmark’s second largest
|etty, was captured by the Soclalists,
as were several of the smaller citles,
towns and villages. In many towns
and country districts the Soclalists
made their first lnroads.

The growth of the Soclalist move-
ment in. Denmark has so frightened
the varlous Capitalist Partles that
they have practically consolidated fnto
one Party, the Anti-Soclalist Party.
