POWER OF CAPITAL IN U. 8. A,

It would be impossible to overesti-
mats the importance of the fecent
decision of the Supréme Court of the
United States in declaring unconsti-
tutional and invalid an act of the
Legislature of New York for limiting
tho honrs of work in bokeries. ‘This
decision strikes at a root principle
of democratic government. [t limits
the powers of the conslituent assem-
blies of the people, whether State
Legislatures or Congress  itself, to
an extenl undreamed of o fow years
back, and reduces them on lubor
Iegislativn to a stalo of impotence.

The United Siates of  America
stand in thi respect in o totally
different position from this country.
Here the supremie power is vested in
the crown and two Louses o1 1'arlin-
ment, who can, as lawyers say, “do-
anything and everything excepl make
a man a woman.”. Thu law courts
throughout tho Jand, whether high
or low, only exist to interpret the
law. o Awmerica there is o written
constitution which cannot be altered
except by the most cumbrous and
difficult means. 'The Supreme Court
hus powers to declare invalid any
Act, whether passed by the Congress
of the United States or by one of
tho legistature, which may be ad-
judged 1o conflict with the Constitu-
tion.

‘Fhis tonstitution was originally
construed in the sole nterest oi hi-
BLerty. [t is now being usel to favor
tyranny and sweating. This is how
the judges grgued: ““The State of
New York has passed a Jaw limiting
tho hours of work in hakeries to ten
per day and sixty per week. ‘That
means that if o man wants to agree
with his. cmployer 10 work longer
hours, the statute would step in and
interfere  with  his  Jiberty of con-
tract. That is in coptraversion of
the terms of 1he Uunstitetion, and
we are bound te revhon it invalid.”

The question thus determined, says
the “Times,” is by no mcans novel.
Not a few states have pussed laws
of wore or less severity limiting, di-
rectiy or indirectly, the workiog day
of certain classes of workmen. Sowe
Btafe Courts have seen their way to
bring such logistation  wi
“police” powers—an cxtremely clas-
tic jurisdiction—o! the Legislalures;
and th: Supreme Court  ilself has
more than once tahen the same line,
notably in ‘““Halden v. Hardy,” de
cided in 1897. ‘The yuestion then
before the court was the validity of
a law of the Siate of Utah limiting
the period of employment in ail un-
derground wmines or workings to
eight hours a duy. ‘This stalute was
impugned as class legiflation and as
an interference with the right of em-
ployers and employed 1o make con-
tracts with one another, but was
sdstained hy the court *as a valid
exercise of the police powers of the
state. . . .

These employments (in underground
mines and in smelting}) when 100
long pursued, the lagisluture has
judged to  be detrimental
fiealth of  the employecs, and,
long as there are reasonable grounds
far beljoving (hat this is so, its de-
clsion upon this subject cannot be
reviewed by the Federel Courl,”

The present jnstance, the judges
eld, did not come under the same
ruld, - beeauss * “baklng” wax a
healthy occupation, and the limita-
tion of the hours to ten was po
necessary for the purpose of health.
1!. is -obviously not the proper func-
tion of judges to determine such a
question, and it is even doubtiul
whether their former decision in the
case of “‘Hol@en v. Hard; would
pow be upheld.  The poople of Aw-
erlea will have to deal pretly dros
tically one of these days with their
Supreme Court if they wish to Pre-
serve the real Libertics of binn.
