That there
has, of necessity, always .beem a
conflict of Interest between master
and slave, whether the particular
term of slavery were 'chattel, Iéudal.
it by no means follows that
‘the struggles arising mhﬂ eon-
fict of interest, would of ‘necessity in
each 1 take on the form, or
rise to the djgnity of class struggles.
The conflict of,.Interest arlsing be-
tween the capitalist employer of la-
bor and the workingman, Is that
which- is always in evidence between
the buyer and seller of merchandise.
The former’s interest demards a low
price, the Iatter's a high ome. Each
may stubbornly contest the poinmt,
and may even call to his aid the as-
sistance of those outside of the trans-
action, but wlho may be In:nq-d”—
cally inclined, but by no stretch of
the imagination could such a contest
be termed a class.struggle. The e~
onomic class lines aré not drawn be-
tween buyer and seller, although a
cogflict of interest always obtains.
The buyer in one instance will be
found as seller In the next, and were
the attempt made to draw the’class
line between buyer and seller, the
ridiculous sceie would be presented
of members of opposing clcasses
“hop-seotching”  from one side of
the line {6 the.other and back again
Iike so many grasg-hoppers.

As a rule of genersl ' application
the buyer does not wrong the seller,
oF viee versa. The conditions and etr-
cumstances of the market determipe
what the ore shall pay and the other
accept. Nelther can successffully ig-
nore these conditions for any length
of time. Employers purchase, and
employees sell labor power, a mer-
chandise, or commodity, like shoes,

tools that it may use, and weapons
tools_that it may use, and weaponms
with Which to defend itself.
