"Sup-
port home Industry!™ Of course, they
canoot hope t0 compete with the great
tinanciers, and to them will always go
the beat. It would be sacrilege to
think otherwise, and besides, some
other Morgen might get mad and
spank our frlends £s they were spank-
« over the “Great Waterways” deal.

But there 18 no earthly reason
if wo workers must be skioned, why
we stould not be skinned by ekinners
from our own province. Wheo wants
w be ekinned by “alien” skinneis,
wben we have our own professional
skinnera on the job, men who, mow
the election campalgn 8 on, Wwork
their Jungs to a standstill tellivg us,
bow they love us, admire us, and sor-
row for our welfare? Surely these
wen are our friends, and to them and
no other should go the rlght to take
our hldes!

They will forget to tell us (though
wore and more of our feltows are real-
izing 1t for themselves) that & mere
nowinal transfer of the control of aa-
tural resources wilj not affect us, Are
the workera 1n Ontaslo, or in the other
provinces, where provincial control of
natural resources ls alrendy a fact,
any better off than we are in Al
Lerta? As long as natural resources
are privately owned, the workers will
be slaves. “The man who owns the
means whereby 1 live, owns my te™
—and It doesp’t matter 8 damn
whether he llves in Calgary, Ottawa,
or New York.

Sociallem stands for the collective
ownership and utilizatlon of natural
resources. ‘The application of com-
mon effort, to common resources, for
the common good, and until we arrlve

* that stage of economic development, |
it matters not who among our masters
Is successful in the scramble.

Let them fight it out themselves.

Coupled with the cry for Provlncla}'
control 18 the policy of +conservation.’
Our small capitailst friends, reallzing
that they are gatting the wWrong end of
the deal in the compotition with trusta
und combings, are seeking the ald of
tho electorate. Why should the small
capitalist be made to keep off the
grase; white the big capltalist grabs
the spolls?. 1t he succeeds In locking
up the resources of the province in the
“people's” mame, he will be able to
untock them to his own advantage 88
time and clroumstances perml!'.

They prove to us with tacts and fig-
ures that the C. P. R., Sifton, and &
mero handtul of men are becoming the
renl owners of Alberta. The mines,
timber limite, fisherles, and all the
sources of wenlth belong to these few,
and though they do mot tell us of
thelr personal troubles, our friends
the congervationists must sigh and
weep when they contemplate the loot
that hes slipped forever from their

Dut when C. M. O'Brien attempted
to sirongthen the mining regulatlons
of the province, and pointed ouj that
unlimited opportunitles still existed in
the direction of conserving human life
and limb in the mining industry, his
propaganda fell flat. What does it
matter It a few miners are killed,
there are plenty more in Southern Ea-
Tope. if not in Alberta. Miners can
be replaced, but the coal areas are
linited, and how to conserve these in
tne intereat of thelr own class of cap-
ilalists is the problem that agitates
the conservationists. No doubt many
an honest miner who Is only spared
from death by the grace of God will
wax enthusiasiic in favor of the con-
servation of the coal supply.

Outside the Boclalist movement
there is no real policy of conservation.
In the main it does not matter to us
how natural resources are exploited
by capitallste, for under capitalism the
worker will always be robbed, not only
ol his heritage, the resources of the
earth, but also of the labor he em-
bodles in them. If the workers do not
own and control the sources of wealth
it does not matter who does. The
worker must toil and suffer, give up
all that makes lite worth Hving, fn or-
der that the owners of the means >
existence may enjoy ease and luxury.
With soclalism wiil come the ration-
al utinzation of natural resources fo
human needs; the end of parisitism,
which saps the life of the dispossessed
buman belngs, while they tofl for their
masters, upon the stolen resources of
the earth; the end of conditlons that
place the needs of the mule and the
ass, above'and before that of the man.
With cociallsm will come the con-
servation of human energy, health ani
fite. Today men toil till they drop in
order that others may have ease, while
but few hours of rational effort would
supply the needs, not of mere wage
slaves, but cf men.

Today chlldhood’s foys and child-
hood's tights are consumed In the gal-
ety and luxury of the rich. The llfe’s
blood of childhood I8 reembodied In
the feast of capltalism.

RECENT-NEWS FROM PORCUPINE.

The strike Is still on and the strug-
gle is silll on: The Judicial authorit-
fes In their zealous devotion to the
wine owners In order te erush the
strike have reached the summit. On
March 13th, nine strlkers were arrest-
ed and charged with assaulting five
strike-breakers from the Hollinger
mine. Theke nine men were kept In
custody at Timmias until March 28th.,
when the trial was to be held.

Now Jet us see what occurred when
the time for trial came and the jo-
tercsted parties nppedted at the “Cap-
itallst” bar of justice, and see how
that justice is administered in Porcu-
pine. The trial commenced at one
o’clock on March 28th, and what do we
hear—Magistrate Torrence says that
the men are to be tried, not for as-
‘bault, which was the charge pluced
against them, but for taking part In
an unlawfi, assembly. Counsel for de-
fenge and all who were present were
astonished; the accusation was for as-
sault and immediately when court

opened the charge was changed. Coun- | An,

sel for the defense arose and protest-
ed that he had prepared to defend his
clients on the charge that had. been
placed against them; Protests. how-
ever, did not avail, that was the way
the powers that be wanted it and that

on April 26th,, they would not take
any charice on Maglstrate Torrence's
idea of justice.

The mine owners that

that attempts arc belng made to rall-
road Innocent men to prison. It s a
crlme to go en sirike wlthout giving
the masters sufficlent netice so that
they can jmport scabs aud thus not
lose auy prefits. The courts are de-
pended on to “deliver the goods” for
the mine owners. N

The thres men to be trled are
charged with befng members of &n
unlawful assembly in a pub]lc Hace,
namely, In the Bank Saloun Tlmmllls
Five strike-breakers from tho Holling-
er Mine filled up on whiskey and ap-
parently acting under
to start a row with the strikers came
Inte the Bank Saloen. The proprletor
of the saloon said that they anppeared
to be intoxicated, and even the strike-
breakers admiited that they had been
drinking and were feeling protty good.
The evidence went to show that what
occurred was nothing more than an
ordinary saloon brawl and that some
of the men held for trial took no part
in it, but then they arve strlkers and
that is apparently sufficient grounds
to condemn them.

The appeal in the “Lemicux Act”
cases was held before Judge Kehoe on
March 26th. at Golden Clty. These
are the cases against Cieary, Holo-
watsky sud Croft for inclting to go
on strike and for going on strike,
whom the Government was forced to
release from prison by the protest of
the working class. Magistrate Tor-
rence had sentenced them to prison
for ninety and sixty days respectively.
Judge Kehoe had taken the cases
under advisement and will give his
decision on Aprl) §th. 1

We earnestly urge all men to stay |
away from Ontarlo mining districts
and especlally not to come to the
Porcupine District. The strlke takes in
all of the employees In the mining In.
dustry in all the crafts, trades and oc-
cupations. If you come into this dis-
trict at the present time looking for
work you will be alding the mine-
owners to break the strike.

We ask you to give us your earnest
assistance to secure lberty for the
four men who were unjuystly sent to
the Central Prison, Toronto, it there
was any doubt In your mind as to
thelr guilt the actlon‘of the Govern-
ment offlelals In these recent cases
should remove it.

Editor Clarion:—In a recent issue of
the Clarion yeu have an article, *“What
Afls Us” In your remarks on that
subject you note the apparent apathy
of the 8. P. C. membershlp and offer
some explanations. The most potent
cause for apathy, to my mind, is not
touched upon.

This cause is compromise, or lack
of direct purpese. The platform of
the S. P. C. i3 nearly perfect. At least
{t is explicit and stands straight out
for the Soclal Revolution, and the only
way for the workers to attaln it, that
is, conguest of political power.

To my mind a party with such a
platform should live up to it. What
disgusts  straightforward revolution-
arles, is this truckling to reformers
(and “mark timers”) that has been
characteristic of the 8. P, C. In the
past.  Many members have bedn ad-
mitted that were not qualifted to join
a real Socisiist organization. That
may or may not have been necessary
when the S. P. C. was the only organ-
ization professing Sociallsm in Can-
ada, but such is not now the case.

I do not assert that every applicant
for membership. should be a well read
Marxian, but 1 do aseert that when &
worker signs the S. P. C. appllcation,
he accepts the position of the party,
and if by reason of his studies, or by
lack cof such, he no longer accepts the
S. P. C. position he should at once
resign.

Further, admittance to the S. P. C.
should not end the applicant’s studies
of Scientific Socialism, but should be
a spur to greater study, till he has
wmastered the subject and is exactly
sure of his position.

daring to speiix on the streets.

The Australlan miners, almost to
a man, are opposed te the Labor Gov-
ernment, and they bavejgood reasone,
when one qonsiders the action of that
Government in some recent strikes.

“The Clerks Union, of Sydney have
found out that Federal Labor Minister
O'Maliey, has let a contract to a
Sydpey firm for the addressing of
6,000,000 Referendum pamphlets, and
that the work is being done by girls
at 30 shillings o week, whereas the
Melbourne award rate {s 45 shiillngs.
The Unfon considers that preference

It was

fong ago preached and practlced on

the hilltops of Burma, In the forests

of Indla. lsaiah and Hosea and Mala-

chi uttered it in voices that would ba

silenced by the pollce of New York

or Parls or London. Some of its most

beautiful expressions, In word and

actlon, proceed from the early Shinto

Buddhists of Japan, 0ld Mohammed.
an prophets proclaimed It in Asia;

and laler, it lit the fires of peasadt ig.
surrectiong in Europe. Some of ite

sublimest and truest preachments are
from the squalid yet splendid soul of
Jean Jacques Rousseau. In harsh and”
bard materislist terms, yet truthfully
and tremendously and effectually, did
Karl Marx state The Great Hope alto;

and the Socfalist movement Is §ts mod.
ern and mighty xgoatolate. Some day
on gome brave morning of man, per-
haps dawning out of terrible aight,
will Soclallem prove itself the maker
of a wealthier world. Asd, efter 8o
clallsm bas dope its work, other hands
wilt take the torch of The Great
Hope and bear it op, leading the race
into still profounder health and happl
ness,

It i8 true that, even unt!l now, the
Hope whereof 1 speak has always been
betrayed. Whenever It has neared a
partial or local realization, it hus been
geized upon and made to serve those
whose power and property rested upon
its non-realization. Yet deepite dlsap-
pointment and defeat, the vision of a
truly free aund happy earthly state
abldes, abd there have always been
eyes to see it. There are ‘always oyes
that behold a world in which an ef-
fectual good will {8 the law of personal
relation and social administration;
that behold men working together and
uo man governing another; that be
hold common necessities produced by
common labor, each sharing the pro-
: duct according to his desire and ca-
pacity, each doing the thing that {s the
expresslon of himself; that behold
even death becoming obvious enlarge-
ment of life, an irradiant self-discov-
ery. The hope of such a world 15 in-
deed the axis, acknowledged or de-
nied, on which the noblest dreaming
aund dolpg revolve. With some it has
risen into a burping faith, With some
it has been but hope and nothing
more. With others it has fallen into
a sad and hopeless wish; and though
they still walked bravely, it has been
with dragging feet and under fron
skies, However it comes, despised and
unrecognized, or beckoned and ug-
welcomed, The Great Hope llves on;
and with it rests the ultimate leader-
ship.

Even now s fulffllment {5 materially
possible. We have in hand, actually
and now, the known resources, the
wood and the iron, and the stone and
the mortar with which to raise a soclal
structure fneffably fair and satisfying.
It is not because we cannot bulld it
that the structure walts; it ls be-
cause we wllI not. The bullding of
The City of Man needs only the birth
of the social will, and its growth In
wisdom and stature. The prophets
of old went crying, How long, O Lord,
how long? The prophets of today are
askins, How long, C man, how long?

Thé answer rests with the Soclalist
movement. And accordlng to the
quality of that movement, will the an-
awer be true or false. Aeccording to
whether or no the Socialist revolution
18 real; whether or no it pledges itself
to the whole logie and respeasibillty
of freedom: whether or no it lays its
axe at the root of the industrial des-
potism, at the despotism's disorder
and monstrous repression of man;
whether or no it follows the atralght
and narrow way or the paltry and de-
vious paths; according to this will the
Socialist movement succeed or fail to
be the deliverer of the world's work-
ers. According to this, also; will it
prove itself a worthy or falthless
steward of The Great Hope.

THE EUROCPEAN BACKGROUND

o understand the history of Auw-
erica it Is necessary to review the
main events in Europa which had o
markea influence in shaping our des-
tiny here. Masses of men do not emi-
grate to another contlnent merely for
the love of ndventure, especlally when
such emigration fmplles & hazardous
gea voyage and the hardships of a
wilderness inhabited by savage
tribes. influerices more effective and
lezs romantic brought hordes of work-
ingmen to people the New World; in-
fiuences that make one of the blackest
pages in history, for they fnctude the
crucifixion snd spoliation of a wealth
producing class. They led mot only
to the forcible exportatlon of pauper
fsed workers, buf inaugurated a slave
trafic in white laborers that Includ-
ed kidnapping of men, women and
children In European ports and gelling
them into necessary slavery in every
American eolony.

We may trace the beginning of this
process with the year 1348, when the
Black Death ewept over Europe. It s
estimated that fully onethird of the
population perished of the plague
With the scarcity of laborers weges
naturally began to rise. They ros2
thirty and even fiffy per cent. Parlia-
ment, under the control of the ruling
clags, attempted to interfere with the
“law of suppl) and demand.” The fa-
mous “Siatute of Laborers” provided
that wages should be the same as two
years before the plague, but the labor-
ers succeeded In evading the law. The
gearcity of lnborers mado higher
wages inevitable and the employer
connived with the laborer to violate
the statutes, a8 he oonsidered bhimee'f
fortunate to have any laborers at all
Conditions for the workers became 30
jmproved that this perlod became to
be known, in England, as the Golden
Age of Labor, an age when the algh-
ent well-being known to the poor was
epjoyed. The old chroniclers (re-
quently refer to it as “Merrle Eng-
land.” From the point of view of the
nours worked and the purchasing
power of the wages recelved, the in-
come of these workers was the high-
est ever reallzed. Professor Rogers
asgerts that “The artisan who 15 de-
mandlng at this time an elghthour
day in the bullding trades is slmply
striving to recover what bis ancestors
worked by several centurles ago.” The
highest polnt reached was in the clos-
.Ing years of the 15th century. The
16th century brought with it the Re-
formatlon and the beginning of a
serles of acts that robbed the labor
ere of their advantege and forclbly
transformed them into beggars and
qutcaats, .

The Catholic church was the pro-
prietor of a great part of the land ot
Great Britain. In fact, “the church
had become the largest land-owner in
all .westérn Christendom, nearly one
third of all the land in Germany
France and England belonging to her.
The of the 1es,
which had been a refuge for the la-
borers in times of distress, threw
masses of them on the mnrkgt‘ help.
less and dependent. The Reformation
brought with it pillage and spollation
of church property. The estates of the
church were given away to favorites
of “the court, or sold to speculators
who drove away the tenants. Seizure
after sefrure of lands was made. It
was the beginuing of an era of con-
quest which was to have the New
World as its greatest prize. In the
17th and 18th centurles -parliament
continued the process of pauperizing
the masses by enclosing the common
lands, which had.been &t the disposal
of the poor. These acts stmply legal
jzed the thefts, the ruling classes
merely voting to themselves what they
wanted. )

Theré was the further procgss,
known as “the. clearing of esiates,’

which extended into the 19th century.
Marx gives one ciassic example whers
the Duchess of Sutherland, In the firat
quarter of the 18th century, with the
‘ald of British soldlers, rooted out 1%
000 people and took possession of
nearly 800,000 acres of Jand and trans-
formed them into a sheepwalk. Tbe
. good Iady later entertained Harriet

Beecher Stowe, author of Uncle Tom's
Cabin, by way of showing her sym-
pathy with the abolition movement in
:America,

1and ‘to. wander as vagabonds on th)

by the

“Thts diiviog of the-workers off the

highways had its counterpart In othé-
countries. In 1452 a similar though less
influential part was played in many
dfstricts:of Bohemid by the,fshponds
LA

could not keep, as the iands were col-
fscated and manufacture, then in s
infancy, could not employ them. The
break-up of feudnlism and the Refor
mation, coming in the name of “Iree
dom of comscience,” released all the
vilest pussions of the dormant com
mercial classes, who started thelr
career of conquest and plunder with
the methods briefiy outlined above.
They brought a scourge to the back
of the laborer. The generation that
came after the golden age wss a land-
less, pauperized, vagabond hosi of
beggars, crowding the highways of
England, branded with irona for thelr
poverty by the class that had reduced
them to want, and “Merrie England”
became only a memory.

Luther incarnated the interests of
this pitiless ruling clasa. He resisted
every attempt of the lower classes to
derive any material benefit from tlie
Reformation, by favouring each step
taken by the princes in thlg direction.
They were to become the owners of
the church property, not the pensants
“It 18 not our business to atiack the
monasteries,” he writes (152}, but to

then churches and monasteries are Jy-
ing deserted, let the reigning princes
do with them what they please.”
Luther’s crusade was the champion
ship of a new ruling class that wished
to throw off the old feudal restrictions.
1t stood for a new ruling clase and its
opponent defended an old one.

A virgin
continent awaited them, a land that
would serve a&s a basls for winnlog
the peace and comfort they had been
denfed at home. But their pleasaut
dreams were to be shattered, They did
rot know or suspect that the rullng
classes would even coln thelr dreams
into yellow gold, or that their wretch-
ed plight only served as another
means of further enrichment of thelr
home exploiters and for another typa
that awaited them on the shores of
the Atlantic in the New World. The
victims of class rule were destined to
form the basis of a slave trade to ro-
cuperate the broken fortunes of a host
of adventurers who carrled them into
a specles of slavery on Amerlean soll
that was, in some respects, as gall.
ing as that which they left behlnd.—
