This is most evident in the slave
states of antiquity, or in other words;
in chattel slavery, which was prevalent
st different times al} over this planet.
The elave war bought by the master and
by him be wos compelied to yjork. The
bonds that were holding him il elavery
were right around his body, and there-
fore he was bourd to realise his slave
position.  All his efforts were to free
bimself, aod bis master was compelled
thereby to provide guards to prevent
be slaves ruuning swsy. Tn the-teudal
and guild system of the middle ages
* {he oppression of the mass of the slavee
was sufficiently spparent. (This form
of elavery is ot even mow campletely
extinguiehed. It stil} exists partiy in
Russia, Turkey, Hungery and parts of
Asia.)  All the land wis approprioted
by o fewr, and the smg were thereby
cempelled to go to thess fow and ask
for a piece of land. These few mosters
swere very kind in this—they not caly
gave the slave ane picce of land,-but
itwo pieces, one of which bo could work
